This Emergency Appeal seeks 979,749 Swiss francs in cash, kind, or services to support the Dominica Red Cross
Society (DRCS) to assist 3,000 affected families (12,000 people) affected by Tropical Storm Erika over a timeframe of
nine months. The operation will focus on relief distributions, emergency health including psychosocial support
(PSS), water, sanitation and hygiene promotion, restoring family links (RFL), shelter, National Society
institutional preparedness and capacity building.

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The operational strategy

Needs assessment and beneficiary selection:

On 3 and 4 September, the Dominica Red Cross Society volunteers supported by the IFRC and French Red
Cross delegates conducted assessments in several of the communities declared disaster areas. The findings
are reflected in the table below:

Community selection criteria:
1. Low-lying communities with restricted road access
2. Communities at high risk of landslides/rockfall as a result of topography
3. Communities with minimal access to adequate food, water and sanitation

Family selection criteria:

Displaced persons

Families with damaged dwellings

Persons with minimal access to food, potable water, and adequate sanitation
Single mothers with children

Elderly

Families with children under 5 years of age
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7. Families who do not have a source of income due
to loss of livelihoods (e.qg. fishing and agriculture)
8. Persons with disabilities

Based on the assessments, the overall challenges and
needs identified revealed:

e The significant logistics and transportation
challenges due to the isolated nature of numerous
communities island-wide. The main airport
remains closed hampering the dispatch of relief
items from other countries

e 40 per cent of the island does not have water

e Damage to houses due to the flooding and
landslides

e Some communities in the southwest of the island
have been evacuated as a preventive measure
since they are located in high risk areas and in
case of further rains

e The loss of families personal and household
effects

e Prioritization of the distribution of cleaning
supplies to residents of affected communities

e The priority of suppling safe water, perishable
(food) and non-perishables items to established
evacuation centres and cut-off communities

e The need for further detailed damage

Operational objective: respond to the immediate needs of 12,000 people affected by Tropical Storm Erika. The
Plan of Action focuses on supporting the National Society to provide assistance including: cash transfer and
basic household non-food item distributions; health and psychosocial support services; water,
sanitation and hygiene promotion activities; Restoring Family Links (RFL); and shelter support in the
affected communities.

Proposed sectors of intervention

Early warning and disaster risk reduction

Outcome 1: Increase the disaster risk reduction (DRR) knowledge of community members
Output 1.1: Technical support for training on multi-hazard early warning systems

Outcome 2: Continuous and detailed assessment and analysis is used to inform the design and
implementation of the operation according to IFRC standards

Output 2.1 Initial needs assessment are updated following consultation with beneficiaries

Output 2.2 The management of the operation is informed by comprehensive monitoring and evaluations
